Meeting Summary

Fiddler’s Creek CDD#1

September 23, 2009 
The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Fiddler’s Creek CDD#1 was called to order by the District Manager, Mr. Chuck Adams at 10:15 AM with all Supervisors present.  Participating by phone was Ms. Carla Barrow, Attorney representing the CDD in the foreclosure proceedings against Fiddler’s Creek LLC (the Developer).

Mr. Adams and Ms. Barrow discussed the request before the Board to approve the First Amendment to the Trust Indenture which is required in order to allow the use of Debt Service Reserve Funds (Bond Holder monies) to fund expenses related to processing the foreclosure claim.  After some discussion, the Board approved the amendment and authorized the Chairman to sign same.  Ms. Barrow reported that their law firm is in the process of performing title searches on the collateralized lands in foreclosure in order to affirm all lien holders.  They estimate this process should take two to three weeks to complete.  She also reported that they have received no additional information or offers from the Developer concerning this action or the bond payment delinquencies .

Mr. Terry Cole, District Engineer provided a report on the progress made on continuing construction projects.  He has provided a listing of these projects to the Attorney for the Bondholders in order to seek input as to whether to continue these projects to conclusion.  Chief among these projects is the project to provide sidewalk ramps and pedestrian crossings along Championship Drive.  This project has received County permits and can begin at any time.  Estimated capital cost is $65,000.  The Board directed that this project be put on hold until input received from the Bondholders as well as the Design Review Committee of Fiddler’s Creek Foundation concerning the type of sign post that would be acceptable.   

Mr. Pires discussed the letter received from One Source Landscape and Golf Services, Inc.  The letter rejected the Board’s offer to settle One Source’s claim for a total of $10,000 and offered to settle the complaint for $37,341.34.  After discussion the Board directed Mr. Pires to draft appropriate letters rejected One Source’s offer and further directed Mr. Pires to file documents with the Court to dismiss two of the three counts of the lawsuit filed by One Source.

Mr. Brougham made a statement for the record on the subject of the Championship Gate operation concerning commercial traffic.  In summary, Mr. Brougham requested agreement from the Board to direct District Staff to prepare a detailed Executive Summary for discussion at the CDD Board meeting scheduled for October 28, 2009.  The Executive Summary will include detailed ingress traffic analysis for all three entry gates over the past 12 months (Main Gate, Championship and Sandpiper).  It will further include options for altering the physical configuration of Championship Gate; legal opinion regarding CDD#1 options to direct traffic operations with CDD#1 under the terms of the Interlocal Agreement with CDD#2; options available to the Board to void or amend the Interlocal Agreement; potential options to amend the Interlocal Agreement to provide more equitable voting power to CDD#1 based on population and a presentation of all options available to the Board with respect to gate operations.  The Board further requested precise clarification of the types of vehicles who must be allowed unimpeded access to Fiddler’s Creek such as school buses, County vehicles and so forth.  The motion to approve this staff direction was made and seconded and approved 4-1 with Supervisor Schutt dissenting.   Numerous residents were present at the meeting to voice their opinions regarding eliminating the commercial traffic entering through Championship Gate.  The vast majority of the residents want to prohibit “commercial” traffic from using the Championship Gate.

The next meeting of the Board will be held on October 28, 2009 at 8:00 AM which is a new starting time.
